
Students are excluded from most accounting classes above the 200-level, from almost all Education and
Nursing courses. 
MBA courses are not available to exchange students.
Art and dance classes may also be limited due to studio space.

Please review the course catalogue for the semester of your studies and select eight different classes that
you are interested in. When selecting classes, think about what classes you need to graduate from your home
university as well as your interests.

Place these in order of preference with one being the class that you want to take the most and eight being
your least desired course of the group. On the next sheet, please justify your reason for wanting to take said
course. 

Submit this form to the Program Associate for Inbound Exchange as soon as possible for review. We will then
work to register you for courses for the upcoming semester. This process will include requesting permits from
university departments to sign you up for classes.

When a permit has been processed, you will be notified that you will need to register for the course manually.
The Office of International Academic Initiatives will assist in getting you permission to enter these classes,
however, you are responsible for physically signing up for the courses. 

The closer that you submit this form to your arrival and the beginning of the semester, the less likely you’ll be
able to get into these requested courses due to seat capacity and permit processing wait time. 

While at Montclair State University, you will take classes that complement your studies at home as you can also
explore new courses that interest you. 

Students must register for a minimum of 12 credits and a maximum
of 18. Inbound Exchange/Visiting students are allowed to take only one hybrid/online class per semester.
